%  Correct uniform must be worn at all times. On Fridays, the sports uniform may be

worn.

Transitioning to School

The start of the day is signalled by the bell ringing at 8:55am, the bell rings at the
beginning and end of break times and will ring again at 3:00pm to signal the end of the
day. Your child may not be familiar with this concept, please take the time to discuss
how the bell helps us keep to schedule.

Transitioning to a new school, whether it be for the first time or moving schools, is the
start of a wonderful journey. Children react differently to new things. For some it takes
time for them to settle into new routines and to make friends. This is completely normal.
We find that over time, as teachers intentionally implement the strategies they know
help children settle, children begin to develop a sense of belonging at school. The
timeframe for this varies for each child and it's a great time to practice the fruit of
Patience.

Learning through Play

At RCS, we believe in nurturing the ‘whole’ child, particularly as we know they have been
made by and in the image of our Heavenly Father. To support this, in Te Kdkano, we
have a Learning Through Play philosophy which runs alongside our core learning
areas of reading, writing and maths. Learning Through Play is essentially a time of ‘Free
Play'. Free play is unstructured, voluntary, child-initiated activity that allows children to
develop their imaginations while exploring and experiencing the world around them. It
is the spontaneous play that comes naturally from children’s natural curiosity, love of
discovery, and enthusiasm.

It is a time where children get to develop the natural gifts and talents that God has
given them, as well as build relationships and revel in the joy of the season of
childhood.
